竹林深处
这条连接钻石山和黄大仙社区的行人隧道被树木包围，环境清幽，当区亦富
有浓厚的历史背景。为呼应黄大仙的旧名「竹园」和这一带旧有的寮屋区「大
磡村」，美化设计使用了竹和村落的图案，营造恬静的竹林气氛，唤起途人
这份回忆。

Deep in Bamboo Forest
This pedestrian subway connecting communities of Diamond Hill and Wong Tai Sin is 

surrounded by trees with a peaceful and calm atmosphere, while the district itself possesses 

a rich historical background. To echo with the historical name of Wong Tai Sin as “Chuk 

Yuen” (i.e. bamboo garden) and the original squatter area of “Tai Hom Village” in the vicinity, 

the beautification design makes use of the graphics of bamboos and villages to create  a 

tranquil atmosphere of a bamboo forest, thus awakening pedestrians’ memories of the old 

days.
