	 (ii)	 permanent closure and demolition of sections of the existing at-grade carriageways, 
at-grade footpaths, an elevated footpath, a pedestrian subway, a cycle track, verges and an 
at-grade amenity area;

	 (iii)	 temporary closure and reconstruction of sections of the existing at-grade carriageways, 
at-grade footpaths, a pedestrian subway, a cycle track and a central median; 

	 (iv)	 re-provision of sections of the existing noise barriers;
	 (v)	 demolition of sections of the existing noise barriers; 
	 (vi)	 demolition and reconstruction of a section of the existing slope;
	 (vii)	 demolition of sections of the existing slopes; and
	 (viii)	 ancillary works including slope stabilization, geotechnical, drainage, sewerage, water 

supplies, utilities, lighting, landscaping, electrical and mechanical works, installation of 
street furniture, traffic aids, traffic control and surveillance system, as well as construction 
of retaining walls.

Any objection lodged on a ground 
relating to any compensation (whether monetary or non-monetary) or any financial or other 
assistance in connection with the works or the use is, to the extent that it is lodged on that 
ground, invalid and treated as not having been lodged for the purposes of section 11 of the 
Ordinance. Objectors are requested to provide contact details to facilitate communication. A 
notice of objection should be delivered to the Secretary for Transport and Logistics not later than 
the 30th day of January 2024.

Personal Information Collection Statement

Any information, including the personal data, submitted to the Secretary for Transport and Logistics in connection with any 
written objections/comments will be used for the processing of the objections/comments and other related purposes. The 
provision of any information, including the personal data, other than the information as required under section 10(2) of the 
Roads (Works, Use and Compensation) Ordinance (Chapter 370) is voluntary.
